Sometimes I indulge myself in 80’s music. I love VanHalen’s “Jump’ 
but Passion Sunday reminds me of a song from Survivor.  It was 
called “Eye of the Tiger.” In a Rocky Movie, the ”Eye of the Tiger” 
was an underlying theme song. 
 
Apollo Creed and Rocky had become friends. They were in the ring 
practicing again for their next challenge. I think this was before 
Apollo would face the Russian boxer.  “Eye of the Tiger.” He would 
face evil head on! 
 
“Eye of the Tiger” for me refers to Jesus’ coming to the gates of Je-
rusalem. Jesus, after listing people iup, being an advocate for wom-
an and showing people a compassionate and loving God - a differ-
ent God that the authorities professed, would be headed for dan-
ger. This would be his life an ministry’s work climax.
